Her powerful performance and active presence in Denver won her
the Marcia Ragonetti award, an award mounted by the mezzo-soprano,
Marcia Ragonetti, to support future mezzos in the Denver area. In 2023,
she did the full role of Dorabella in Mozart’s Così fan Tutte at Salzburg

and premiered the chamber opera, “Citizen Penny” in Sacramento,
California. In 2021, she won 3rd place at the National Music Competition
for Young Artists held in the Philippines. During her time in the Philippines,

she actively performed with Pasipo Vocal Ensemble, a vocal group of
young Filipino classical singers from different backgrounds.
